UAE Polo, led by Her Highness Sheikha Maitha bint Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, daughter of HH Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum,
UAE Vice President, Prime Minister, and Ruler of Dubai, has emerged as a formidable force on the international polo stage. A former Olympic-level martial
artist who represented the UAE in Taekwondo at the Beijing Olympics and won silver in karate at the 2006 Asian Games, Sheikha Maitha has broken
barriers in a traditionally male-dominated sport, famously stating, “Not only can women play polo, but they can play it well.” She began her polo journey
at Desert Palm Polo Club and quickly rose to compete in elite tournaments including the Queen’s Cup and Gold Cup.

UAE Polo has since built an extraordinary record, winning the Julius Baer Gold Cup in 2016, the McLaren Cup in 2017, and a historic treble in 2019
with victories in the Silver Cup, Polo Masters Cup, and Julius Baer Gold Cup. The team defended the Standard Chartered Gold Cup in 2020, claimed
the Dubai Challenge Cup in 2021, reclaimed the Gold Cup in 2022, and dominated again in 2023 with IFZA Silver and Gold Cup titles, followed by a
runner-up finish in the 2024 Silver Cup.

Grounded by strong family influence and strengthened by the UAE’s close-knit polo
community, his approach to the game reflects both ambition and responsibility, with a clear desire to contrib-
ute to the sport’s local growth while pursuing excellence on and off the field.Making their Gold Cup debut
in 2025, the team delivered a remarkable performance, surprising many by reaching the final and finishing as
runners-up against the UAE Polo TeamThis season, they return with renewed momentum, set to compete in
both the Silver Cup and the Dubai Gold Cup Open, aiming to make an even greater impact.

How did you first get into polo, and
what has kept you passionate about
the sport?

| was drawn to polo mainly because
of the love for horses and as a shared
interest with my brother, Muhammad.
It sits at the intersection of discipline,
horsemanship, and strategy. It’s not a
sport you can rush into, you earn your
way in through respect for the horse,
the team, and the game itself. What’s
kept me passionate is that polo never
stops demanding more from you. Ev-
ery season unlocks a new challenge,
whether physical, tactical, or mental,
and that constant evolution is addictive.

What has been the most defining
moment in your polo career so far?

A lot of defining moments for me have
come from watching and learning from
my brother, Muhammad. His discipline,
consistency, and drive to do each thing
the correct way, for the horses and the
game have been a constant source of
inspiration and have shaped the way |
approach polo.

How has playing in the UAE shaped
your growth as players?

Playing in the UAE has shaped my
growth in a different, more personal
way. What the UAE adds is a close-
knit polo community where the circle is
smaller and the social side of the sport
is deeply integrated with the competi-
tive side. You spend more time around
the same players and professionals
which creates a level of continuity that’s

rare elsewhere. That environment en-
courages learning,

accountability, and mutual respect, and
it pushes you to grow not just as a play-
er, but as part of the polo ecosystem.

What does the Dubai Gold Cup
represent to you personally?

The Gold Cup represents the highest
and most respected title in the region,
and that naturally gives it a lot of im-
portance for me.There’s a sense of
responsibility that comes with being
based here. Competing in the Gold
Cup feels like carrying that responsi-
bility, contributing to the growth of the
game locally and taking part in our own
small capacity to raise the level of polo
in the UAE.

How does the level of competition
here compare to international
tournaments?

What really comes through is how well
put together the season has been. The
games are competitive, well-organised,
and played with real intent, which says
a lot about the overall standard.

Any direct comparison with other coun-
tries would be unfair given how long-es-
tablished their polo platforms are. The
UAE, in a relatively short time, has out-
paced expectations to bring polo to this
level. That progress reflects the work
of the club managements, the spon-
sors backing the sport, and the teams
themselves. The direction is clearly
positive, and it’s easy to see the level
continuing to rise and, in time, matching

international standards as the number
of teams and fields grows.

What differences do you notice
between playing in the UAE and oth-
er major polo destinations?

Playing in the UAE is very well organ-
ised, with great facilities and a tight-knit
polo community that’s clearly commit-
ted to the sport’s growth.

The main differences are scale-related:
fewer teams, limited international par-
ticipation, and fewer fields, which nat-
urally affects competitive depth. That
said, these are growing-phase chal-
lenges, and given how quickly polo has
developed here, the direction is clear-
ly positive and the level is set to keep
rising. The ingredients are already in
place; it’s about bringing them together
in a way that allows the sport to grow
sustainably and visibly on the world
stage.

What goals or aspirations do you
have for your polo journey moving
forward?

Well the goals are definitely set high
and we try to do our best achieving
them but most importantly, | want to
stay at the heart of the people who
make this journey possible, our grooms
and the entire team around us right
through to the high-goal players. Build-
ing trust, respect, and a shared sense
of purpose within that group matters to
me just as much as what happens on
the field and | believe it is the recipe for
performance as an organisation.

Players can strike
the ball from either side of the horse, and the variety of shots makes every chukker unpredictable
and thrilling. Each stroke showcases the rider’s precision, timing, and connection with the horse.
Together, these plays create the dynamic rhythm and excitement that make polo one of the most

captivating sports to experience.

Neck Sheot —

Sent under the herse's neck,
curving sharply 1o change
direction or surprise opponends.

Key Shots to Watch

Offside Forehand — The classic
forward shot on the horse’s right
side, powerful and often used to
drive the ball downfield

Pony Goal — A rare but exciting
moment when the ball bounces off
a pony and into the goal.
